I think Lawrence has got a good point. Maybe human beings are a bit like cats. After all, many of us are creatures of habit yet we crave novelty. Many of us who enjoy novelty can be quite challenged or feel threatened when our world changes and new patterns have to be experienced and tried. Many of us do like to find that extra bit of comfort and warmth in our lives, as much for the soul as for the body. But I wonder how many of us can do that 'cat thing' of just 'being', just enjoying what it means to be alive in this moment in this place? As the summer draws on I hope all of us get some time to rest, like cats do, in the warmth of the sun. And maybe in that moment of rest, we can just let ourselves rest in the hands of God too and just 'be' in his presence.
